Creating Job Opportunities

• $1 billion programme to support firms to increase their headcount of local 
workers over the next six months

• For each new local hire, Government will provide wage subsidy for 12 months

- Up to 25% for those below 40 years old, subject to cap 

- Up to 50% for those aged 40 and above, subject to cap

Jobs Growth Incentive

Supporting Workers

• Application period extended up to December 2020

• Open to both existing CSG recipients and new applicants from 1 October 2020

• Unemployed applicants must demonstrate job search or training efforts to qualify 

COVID-19 Support Grant

• Eligibility widened to those who received Workfare Income Supplement for 
work done in 2020, and who are not already receiving the Special Payment 

• One-off payment of $3,000 to be received from October 2020 onwards
